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LEAGUE REGISTRATION AND COMMUNICATION

AGE CUT-OFF

The age cut-off date is December 31. League age depends on what year the player is born. Example: Birth year 2003 -
league age 6, 2002 - league age 7, 1997 - league age 12, or 1995 - league age 14 and so on. A complete age chart is
posted on the website for your convenience.

Roanoke County allows children to play in our league if they were born before October 1, 2004 and are enrolled in
kindergarten. As in the past, upon written request and approval of the SCSL Board of Directors, a player may be
allowed to play in an older age group. No player may play in a younger age group.

UNIFORMS
e Every player will be required to purchase uniform shorts (color to be silver gray). These shorts can be
purchased at “Downtown Athletic” on Apperson Drive or call Robert Bell at 444-5645.
o All players in Divisions 10U and up should wear compression shorts (color to be black). (“Downtown
Athletic”)
e The league will provide shirts, 2 in 1 socks and visors.
